Vystudoval hudebni gymndzium v Petrohradé. V roce
2001 vstoupil do t¥idy profesora Petera Toperczera na
Akademii muZICkych uméni v Praze, kterou v dubnu 2007
absolvoval Cajkovskeho klavirnim koncertem ve Dvordkové
stni Rudolfina. V roce 2004 absolvoval studijni pobyt na
Mozarteu v Salcburku u profesora Petera Langa. V roce 2012
ukonéil doktorandské studium na VSMU v Bratislavé ve ti¥dé
doc. Eleny Handler.

Stanislav Gallin je zaklddajicim ¢lenem Orbis Tria, které se
béhem roku 2009 zaradilo mezi nejispésnéjsi evropské
soubory své generace, kdyz se stalo laureitem &ty¥
mezindrodnich soutéz{, véetné jedné z t&ch nejprestiznéjsich -
International Chamber Music Competition v némeckém
Hamburku. Ztdastnil se také &etnych mistrovskych kurzd,
studoval naptiklad u Lazara Bermana, Eugena Idjice, Avo

Kouyoumjiana, Pierra Jasmina a jinych. Jako sélista se predstavil s orchestrem Petrohradské
Filharmonie, Symfonickym orchestrem Ceského . rozhlasu, PKF - Prague Philharmonia,
Moravskou filharmonii Olomoue, Bruno Walter Symphony Orchestra, Plzeriskou filharmonii
atd.

Spolupracoval s dirigenty Alexejem Anikhanovem, Tom&Sem Braunerem, Jackem
Martinem Hindlerem, Jakubem Hr@i$ou, Vahanem Mardirossianem, Ondiejem Vrabcem,
Peterem Vrébelem aj. Je vyhled4dvanym komornim i studiovym hrdgem. Vystoupil na koncertech
nejen v Ceské Republice a v Rusku, ale i v dalsich evropskych zemich, USA, Asii a Africe.
Od roku 2009 ptisobf na prazské Akademii mizickych uménf jako odborny asistent na katedie
klavirni spoluprace.

Stanislav Gallin attended a secondary music school in St. Petersburg. In 2001 he enrolled
in Prof. Peter Toperczer’s class at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague, graduating in
April 2007 with Tchaikovsky’s Piano Concerto at the Dvordk Hall of the Rudolfinum. In 2004
he studied at the Mozarteum in Salzburg with Prof. Peter Lang. In 2012 he completed his
doctorate at the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava under the guidance of Prof. Elena
Hindler.

Stanislav Gallin is the founding member of the Orbis Trio, which during 2009 became one
of the most successful chamber ensembles of its generation in Europe by winning four
international competitions, including one of the most prestigious: the International Chamber
Music Competition Hamburg. He took part in several masterclass courses, for example with
Lazar Berman, Eugen Idjic, Avo Kouyoumjian and Pierre Jasmin. As a soloist, he has performed
with the St. Petersburg Philharmonic, Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra, PKF - Prague
Philharmonia, Moravian Philharmonic Olomouc, Bruno Walter Symphony Orchestra, Pilsen
Philharmonic and others.

Among the conductors he has collaborated with are: Alexej Anikhanov, Tom4§ Brauner,
Jack Martin Handler, Jakub Hrti8a, Vahan Mardirossian, Ondrej Vrabec and Peter Vrabel.
Stanislav is a sought-after chamber and studio player and has performed in concerts not only in
the Czech Republic and in Russia, but also in other European countries, USA, Asia and Africa.
Since 2009 he has been a Fellow at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague, in the
Collaborative Piano Department
